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Bykhov city founded in 1370 as the possession of the prince of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania Svidrigailov. In the years 1610-1619 J. K. Hetman Chodkiewicz built on the steep bank of the Dnieper Castle, which complements the system of fortifications consisting of embankments, ditches, bastions.
During the Great Northern War in the destruction of the castle Bykhov joined forces Peter I. For more than seven years, the city was a Russian garrison. During the retreat had been put out of Brahma, blown bastions. Some time later, Sapieha restored fortifications, artillery park re-filled with new tools.

After the first partition of Poland Old Bykhov in 1773 was appointed chief town.

In Bykhau preserved to the feudal castle XVII. And Bykhovskaya synagogue early Baroque monument XVII, very similar to a fortress with a tower.

It is interesting to Trinity Church of the XIX century, decorated with a high three-tiered bell tower. It is a striking monument of wooden architecture.

Since 1902 Bykhov became a railway station. Later opened a movie theater, built a bridge across the Dnieper.

 
In 1924 he became the center of Bykhov district.

Every year on July 11 (the birthday of the miraculous icon borkolabovskim nuns) in Bykhov attracts thousands of pilgrims to take part in the festivities in honor of the icon.

Visit Bykhov will be interesting to those interested in military history, but also a deeply religious people. Here hospitably greeted each guest.
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
